	Course description and objectives

	This course is designed to developing all four skills in Chinese, including speaking, listening, reading and writing on daily life topics. And it specially focuses on Pronunciation and Chinese grammar. In this course, you will first learn the Pinyin  part, including initials，finals and tones, which is the basic part for learning Chinese. Second, you will learn some basic grammar. Sentences structure, tense, question sentences will be covered in this part. Of cause, you will learn six hundred of new words as well.

	Requirements
	This course try to help students to: 

(1)Master the pronunciation of Chinese initials, finals and tones. 

(2)Learning 600 vocabulary, master their meanings and usages. 

(3)Understand simple conversations, and small amounts of classroom language.

(4) Understand the basic grammar and usage. 

Students should:

(1) Come to the class on time

(2) Do homework on time

(3) Get every chance to practice your Chinese, go to Chinese Corner, Park and so on

	Grading
	To achieve a pass grade in this course, students must obtain 60% or more as an aggregate mark on the assessment.

(1) Class participation and performance, and assignment   10%

This evaluates your preparedness, participation, skit and attendance.  Unexcused absences are allowed twice. If you are going to be absent, please e-mail me prior to the absence. Students with an approved absence may make up the absence by writing 10 newly learned characters or 5 sentences. Normally, no more than 2 absences are accepted (exceptions may be made by the instructor in extenuating circumstances). 1 point will be subtracted for each absence. 

(2) Small Test             30%

We will have 3 small test when we finish lesson 1-5,lesson 6-10 and lesson 11-15. Each test will count 10%. 

(3) Final exam（100Minutes）  60%

The examination is designed to check your ability of writing Chinese character, making sentences, Construct sentences, and writing a short assay.

1. Objectives

Grasp the articulation and combination of the initials and finals, can read the four tones of Chinese, grasp the modulation of the 3rd tone.  Make communicative dialogues with “你好”

2. languange points：

（1） Initials: b p m f d t n l g k h, their articulation and combination

（2） Finals: a o e i u ü ai ei ao ou, their articulation and combination

（3） Tones of Chinese Putonghua

（4）Modulation of the 3rd tone: when a 3rd tone is immediately followed by another 3rd one, the first one read as the 2nd tone

（4）The half 3rd tone: A 3rd-tone syllable is immediately followed by a 1st, 2nd, 4th or neutral tone syllable, only the first half of the tone is read

（3）Modulation of“不”: when“不”is immediately followed by another 4th-tone syllable, it is articulated as the 2nd tone

   Review the modulation of “不”

1. Objectives

Grasp the modal particle “了”, know the names of familiar fruits, make dialogues of shopping with sentence patterns from the text

Lesson 9      I change RMB 
1. Objectives

Know how to make a request and express appreciation, make dialogues of exchanging money with sentence patterns from the text

（1）The exercise of the modulation of “不”  

The pronunciation of three immediately followed 3rd tone: The first two should be changed into the 2nd tone and the last one remains unchanged

（2）Request: “我换钱”(I change money), “请等一会儿”(please wait a moment), “请数数”(please count)

（3）“谢谢”（thanks）, “不客气”（that all right）

（5）Communication practice on changing money in the bank

Grasp the word order of the sentence with a verb as its predicate, grasp the enumeration in Chinese, make dialogues of inquiry about address and telephone number with sentence patterns from the text

Subject + Predicate

Subject + Adverbial + Predicate + Object

Subject + Adverbial + Predicate + Attribute + Object

（2）The sentence with a verb as its predicate, in such sentence verb is the main element 

（3）Enumeration in Chinese: Telephone numbers, house numbers

（3）A affirmative-negative question is one in which the affirmative and negative form of main element of the predicate are paralleled 

“的”-phrase: “adjective + 的” function as a noun in a sentence
